This presentation Getting Started With RTI: A Guide for Schools, is intended to give educators:

· a general knowledge of the Response-to-Intervention (RTI) model

Participant Activities

There are two participant activities built into this presentation:


Slide 3: Large-group discussion: The audience is asked to agree or disagree with the following quote: “The quality of a school as a learning community can be measured by how effectively it addresses the needs of struggling students.” --Wright (2005) 
The purpose of the activity is to encourage participants to think about their school's capacity to help marginal or failing students and to actively place a value on this mission. The activity prepares participants to regard their school community as committed problem-solvers, a central RTI idea.

Slide 43: Small-group activity: The group breaks into smaller groups and work together to complete the RTI School Readiness Survey. Each small group answers three questions based on their survey results: (1) 'What areas of strength did you identify?', (2) 'What areas did you identify that need work?', (3) 'What would be your group’s top three priorities in starting the RTI model in this school?'. This activity allows participants to focus on their own school, and to identify strengths and weaknesses in their own 'readiness' for RTI. The activity encourages participants to think of immediate 'action steps' that they can undertake to start the RTI process in their building.
